The Jurade of Saint-Emilion, the appellation’s vinous brotherhood, can
frace its roots back t© a royal charter imsued in | 199 by jobn Lackand,
King of Erglard.

The granted economic, political, and legal nghts to the jurats, oraldermen,
of Sant-Emilan, These local notables and magstrates wers empowensd
with the towm's general administration

In excharge for these rights, England was granted the gprivilege des Vire
de Sant-Emilianz The meant that Englsh merchanits had priorty cwer
everyone eke with regard o buyng the wares of Sant-Emilan.

The jurade's authortty lasted untll the French Rewclution of 1789,

In 1548, several winegrowars resuscitated the |urade in the form of &
wnous brotherhood — 2 group of ambaszadors to spread the gocd word
about Saint-Emilion wines far and wide, They alse swore to do ther
utrnost to guarantes the authenticity and quality of Saint-Emnilion wines,
The Jurade has dore an excellent job of making Saint-Emilion better
lenzawn, They also organise & Féte de Prnternps {Spring Festrval) in June
and Ban desVendanges (\intage Festival) n Septamber every year
